St. Louis to Work with MPPA and
Franklin Energy Again in 2026

Michigan Public Act 295 of 2008 established the
state’s framework for renewable energy and en-
ergy waste reduction, and its regulatory scope
has steadily evolved to strengthen efficiency
goals and broaden clean energy adoption.
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Along with 17 other municipal electric utilities in
Michigan, St. Louis will continue offering energy
waste reduction programs to its customers in
2026, and beyond. In response to the most re-
cent energy waste reduction (EWR) goals, the
Michigan Public Power Agency (MPPA) and its
participating members have developed the Re-
tail Energy Improvement Program Project. As in
previous years, Franklin Energy will serve as the
program’s trusted energy efficiency partner.
2026 will bring new challenges and continuing
opportunities for customers to reduce energy
consumption and receive incentive payments to
offset their investments. In recent years, eligible
EWR measures for residential customers have
included:

e High-efficiency A/Cs, furnaces and water
heaters

e ENERGY STAR® fridges, washers and dryers
Smart thermostats and air purifiers
Insulation, windows and certified doors

EV chargers and appliance recycling

Program details and promotional literature are
currently being finalized for 2026.
