Sec. 62-7. Noise and smoke from motor vehicles.

(a) No person in charge or control of any vehicle shall make with such vehicle or any devise connected therewith, any noise so excessive as to annoy the public or unreasonably race his/her motor with standing, or open muffler of any vehicle or permit such vehicle or any devise thereon to emit an unnecessary quantity of smoke, obnoxious gases or vapors.

(b) Violation of this section shall constitute a civil infraction and subject the violator to the fines and penalties enumerated in section 2-216 through 2-221 of this Code.
