New Business. 

 

Discuss Electric Rates. 

 

Manager Giles stated he did a comparison between the City of St. Louis electric rates and 

Consumers Energy electric rates and St. Louis consumers on the residential side pay 20% less 

than Consumers Energy customers. 

 

The Resolution to increase electric rates was not passed by Council.  If it were, customers that 

use 600 kw would pay 78 cents plus tax more that use 600 kw and customers that use 1,000 kw 

would see a cost increase of 30 cents plus tax.   

 

When rate increases are suggested the next one will be a bit higher due to not increasing rates 

this year.

Manager Giles stated Lifeguard training is Tuesday and Thursday this week and CPR/AED/First 

Aid training is Wednesday.  The plan is that opening day at the pool will be Saturday, July 10th.
